Mass will normally not be celebrated (e.g., Friday after Thanksgiving).

Sunday's Mass at 5:30pm will be Pro Populo (For the People) and no other requests can be taken for this
Mass time. Requests will be honored on a first-come-first-serve basis in the order in which the request is
received at the Parish Office. If the requested date is unavailable, we will list your request at the next available
day/time as requested.
