A DEEPENING OF FAITH

At St. Francis, Sacramental Prep for First Reconciliation &
First Eucharist takes place over the course of two years.
Children must be baptized. The earliest a child may register
is the spring of their Kindergarten year. In both years of
preparation, candidates are expected to engage in the

community in the following ways:

e Source & Summit - Participating in the weekly

celebration of the Mass with their families.

o Faith Formation - Participating in either the parish's

Cross Walk program or The Franciscan School's Catholic
education

e BOW - (Year 1 only) Families will sign up to prepare and
lead a Breaking Open the Word together from 10:00-
11:00 am with our Children’s Catechumenate. Sign up to
follow.

« Family Events - (Year 2 only) Participating in Sacramental
Preparation events and retreats before the celebration of
the Sacraments.

o Celebration - Children will celebrate the Sacrament of
Reconciliation & the Sacrament of First Eucharist during
the winter and spring of his/her second year of
preparation.
